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JOJOBA PRODUCERS OPTIMISTIC ABOUT 2012 ARGENTINE HARVEST


For the past two years, excessive freezing in northwest Argentina has led to near total crop failures for the world’s largest jojoba producing country.  During this time, jojoba suppliers from other countries have struggled to satisfy ever increasing global demand.  As of October 2011, these suppliers are beginning to see the light at the end of the tunnel.

Initial reports from the growing region of La Rioja indicate that 2011 frost damage was light, and that the flower set appears normal.  

In 2012, many growers will begin harvesting two months earlier than normal.  As a result of this early harvest, jojoba consumers should see the jojoba flow from Argentina early Q2.
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
